Bodies of 5 children found at German apartment

BERLIN: Five children were found dead at an apartment in
a western German city Thursday, and their mother is
suspected of killing them, authorities said.

The 27-year-old mother of the three girls and two boys later
jumped in front of a train in Duesseldorf and was taken to a

hospital with injuries, police spokesman Stefan Weiand told
n-tv television. The dead girls were ages 1, 2 and 3, and
the boys were 6 and 8, German news agency dpa reported.
The bodies were found after the children's grandmother,
who lives 60 kilometers (37 miles) away, notified police.

New York officers covered Daniel Prude’'s head with ‘spit
hood" & held him to the ground before he stopped breathing

Protests have erupted in upstate
New York after a newly surfaced
video revealed how a 41-year-old
handcuffed black man died of as-
phyxiation in March after a group
of police officers put a hood over
his head, then pressed his face
into the ground until he stopped
breathing, reports the Daily Mail.

Daniel Prude died March 30 af-
ter he was taken off life support,
seven days after the encounter
with police in Rochester.

His death received no public at-
tention until Wednesday, when
his family held a news conference
and released police body camera
video and written reports they ob-
tained through a public records
request.

"T placed a phone call for my
brother to get help. Not for my
brother to get lynched," Prude's
brother, Joe Prude, said at a news
conference.

"How did you see him and not di-
rectly say, "The man is defenseless,
buck naked on the ground. He's
cuffed up already. Come on.' How
many more brothers gotta die for
society to understand that this
needs to stop?" The videos show
Prude, who had taken off his
clothes, complying when police
ask him to get on the ground and
put his hands behind his back.

Prude is agitated and shouting
as he sits on the pavement in
handcuffs for a few moments as a
light snow falls. "Give me your
gun, I need it," he shouts.

Then, they put a white "spit

hood" over his head, a device in-
tended to protect officers from a
detainee's saliva. At the time, New
York was in the early days of the
coronavirus pandemic.

Prude demands they remove it.

Then the officers slam Prude's
head into the street. One officer,
who is white, holds his head down
against the pavement with both
hands, saying "calm down" and
"stop spitting." Another officer
places a knee on his back.

"Trying to kill me!" Prude says,
his voice becoming muffled and
anguished under the hood.

"OK, stop. Ineed it. Ineed it," the
prone man begs before his shouts
turn to whimpers and grunts.

The officers appear to become
concerned after he stops moving,
falls silent and they notice water

coming out of Prude's mouth.

"My man. You puking?" one
says.

One officer notes that he's been
out, naked, in the street for some
time. Another remarks, "He feels
pretty cold." His head had been
held down by an officer for just
over two minutes, the video
shows.

The officers then remove the
hood and his handcuffs and
medics can then be seen perform-
ing CPR before he's loaded into an
ambulance. Spit hoods have been
scrutinized as a factor in the
deaths of several prisoners in the
U.S. and other countries in recent
years.

A medical examiner concluded
that Prude's death was a homicide
caused by "complications of as-

phyxia in the setting of physical
restraint." The report lists excited
delirium and acute intoxication
by phencyclidine, or PCP, as con-
tributing factors.

Prude was from Chicago and
had just arrived in Rochester for a
visit with his brother. He was
kicked off the train before it got to
Rochester, in Depew, "due to his
unruly behavior," according to an
internal affairs investigator's re-
port.

Rochester police officers took
Prude into custody for a mental
health evaluation around 7 pm on
March 22 for suicidal thoughts -
about eight hours before the en-
counter that led to his death.

But his brother said he was only
at the hospital for a few hours, ac-
cording to the reports.

Trump stood before an
iconic World War II-era bat-
tleship to declare the port
city of Wilmington, North
Carolina, a World War II
"Heritage City." He pointed to
a bolt of lightning and said it
was God saluting the event.
He honoured war veterans,
including 97-year-old Her-
shel "Woody" Williams, the
sole surviving Marine from
the war to receive the Medal
of Honour. The West Vir-
ginia native fought in the
Battle of Iwo Jima in the Pa-

cificc. "He's 100 percent
sharp,” Trump said of
Williams.

"T know a 78-year-old who's
not so sharp," Trump added,
a clear allusion to Biden.

White House press secre-
tary Kayleigh McEnany had

that there was no "political
purpose" to Trump's visit to
North Carolina.

But when the president
landed in  Wilmington,
Trump lost no time in criti-
cising Biden.

Meanwhile, Joe Biden is
calling the struggle to reopen
US schools amid the coron-
avirus a '"national emer-
gency" and accusing Presi-
dent Donald Trump of turn-
ing his back to stoke passions
instead about unrest in
America's cities.

The Democratic presiden-
tial nominee's broadsides
came a day ahead of his own
trip to Kenosha, Wisconsin,
where Biden said he wants to
help "heal" a city reeling
from another police shooting
of a Black man.

Biden assailed Trump for
his vilifying of protesters as
well as his handling of the
pandemic that has Kkilled
nearly 190,000 Americans
and crippled the national
economy, leaving millions
out of work, schools strain-
ing to deal with students in
classrooms or at home and
